2. June 6, 1889 - July 31, 1943
3.  The song is the official club anthem of English football club, Leicester City
In the film The Lonely Passion of Judith Hearne, Judith, played by Maggie Smith. sings the song to herself after a night of drinking.
In the Seinfeld episode "The Jimmy", Mel Torme dedicates the song to Kramer.
It has also been sung by Rachel Berry (Lea Michele), a character on the TV series Glee, in the episode "Mattress".
The version recorded by Louis Armstrong was featured in an advertisement for Apple's new iPhone 4 in 2010.
The Louis Prima version is featured in the video game Mafia 2 and the movie Find Me Guilty, directed by Sidney Lumet.
In the Nickelodeon TV series The Backyardigans, the song's tune is used in an episode titled "It's Great To Be A Ghost!".
At the end of the 1995 Woody Allen movie Mighty Aphrodite the Greek chorus sings a version of this song.
