(enthusiastic and hopeful;  indecisive and crushed;  indecisive and hopeful;  alienated and uneasy)
2. Since they didn’t invite him to the wedding, he has a chip on his shoulder about it. Maybe that’s why he is so tongue-tied with her.
(resentful and embarrassed; irritated and embarrassed;  indignant and alienated;  reserved and cross)
3. We had a date and then he didn’t call until Friday. I was down in the dumps.  When guys act like that, it always winds me up. But when he called finally, he was nice as a pie*
(sore and preoccupied; sad and irritated; dejected and challenged; dejected and irritated)
4. I know that talking about money makes him hot under the collar but I don’t give a hoot, I can discuss whatever I like.
(uncomfortable and satisfied;  angry and bored;  uncomfortable and indifferent;  irritated and offensive)
*when someone pretends nothing unpleasant happened (e g after a fight) and acts friendly.
